Patriot’s Pen - This year’s theme:  Are you proud of your country?
Who can enter:  Grades 6 thru 8

What are the rules?  Essay length; 300 – 400 typewritten words. All essays should be typewritten in English with no color or graphics and cannot be less than 300 words or greater than 400 in length.  Complete the entry form.
Teacher Award

Who can enter; There are three (3) categories; K-5, 6-8 and 9-12.

Eligibility:  Anyone may nominate teachers who teach citizenship education at least half of the school day in a classroom environment and promote America’s history, traditions and institutions effectively.

How are teachers nominated?  Describe you nominee in 350 words or less and why you feel your nominee should be selected.  Complete the entry form.
At the local level, there are awards for the top three placements in each category as well as for the school which produces the top nominee in the teacher category.  Winners will advance to the next level, with the top prize for students at the National level being a  $30,000 scholarship for VOD; $10,000 Savings Bond for Patriots Pen; and teachers $1,000 cash.
