V.F.W. BOOSTER PROGRAM REPORT FORM INSTRUCTIONS

The purpose of the Supreme V.F.W. Booster Program is to recognize and reward Cooties who recruit New and Reinstated V.F.W. Members.  Cooties, who support and work with their V.F.W. Posts in all areas, and at all levels, deserve recognition.

Follow the Instructions Closely; Follow the Program Book Closely.  Work through Your post Quartermaster and Membership Chairperson; Send Supreme Copy and Grand Copy to your GRAND V.F.W. BOOSTER CHAIRPERSON.

· Pup Tent V.F.W. Booster Chairperson will make sufficient amount of copies of the V.F.W. Booster Report Form to support their own V.F.W. Booster Program.  A Pup Tent, Grand and Supreme copy will be made for each V.F.W. Booster Report prepared.

· Work closely with your Post Quartermasters and Membership Chairpersons.  Explain our V.F.W. Booster Program to them.  Provide Membership Rosters and any other information they request.

· Obtain from your Post Quartermasters, or Membership Chairpersons, the Names of the Cooties who have Recruited New and Reinstated V.F.W. Members and get their signed verification.

· A “New” V.F.W. Member is a Recruit who pays his/her annual or life member dues for the first time to become a V.F.W. Member.  A “Reinstated” Member is a V.F.W. Member who has let his/her VFW dues lapse for one year or more and pays his/her annual or life member dues to become a current member.

 Fill out the top of the Form.

ITEM 5:
 Enter the Name of the Cooties who recruited in COLUMN “A”, followed with their

 Cootie Numbers (e.g. #45, #46, etc.) in COLUMN “B”.



 Enter the Numbers of New V.F.W. Members in COLUMN “C” and the Numbers of

 Reinstated V.F.W. Members in COLUMN “D”.



 Enter the Total Numbers of COLUMN “C” AND “D” in COLUMN “E”.

ITEMS 6 – 10 Answer each question.

REMARKS – Fill in, if appropriate, what your Pup Tent has accomplished this reporting period for your parent V.F.W. Post (e.g. If the Pup Tent helped out on a Post function such as a Recruiting drive, Buddy Poppy sales, V.F.W. Blood Drive, etc.)  Also, in remarks, if you did not send previous month(s) report because no new/reinstated members were recruited then list a negative report for that month (e.g. July Negative Report).  Some Pup Tents may go two or three months without any recruiting.  If this happens, then list in remarks “Negative reports for (list) those months. Give only brief information in the “REMARKS SECTION”.

Pup Tent V.F.W. Booster Chairperson – You can submit your report (not the instructions) via email, fax, or snail mail to the Grand V.F.W. Booster Chairperson by the end of the reporting month.  Your original report should be signed and kept on file with the Pup Tent Adjutant for record purposes.  All reports should be received in Grand by the end of the reporting month, so the Grand report can be forwarded to the Supreme Booster Program Director.  The year ending final report must be in to the Director by 30 April.
