D. To pay to the Grand QM the premium for the CCDB Bond and;

E. To respond to repeated requests  from the Grand Quartermaster and the Grand Assistant Adjutant for required documents and funds and;

F. To submit monthly VFW Booster reports to the Grand VFW Booster Chairman.

3. At least one of the Trustees hereby appointed shall carry on the business affairs of the Pup Tent during the suspension. Scratches may be called and presided over only by a Trustee and the business affairs of the Pup Tent shall be limited to current MOC activities and discussion of the cause and the removal of the suspension. No funds may be expended except as approved by the Trustees. 

4. The duties of the Trustees will be limited to the provisions of Article X, Section 101, a & b of the Grand By Laws and further:

A. To obtain the missing documentation listed in Paragraph 1, A, B, C and F above and submit them electronically to Grand Commander Humfleet, Grand QM/Adjutant Hilliard and Grand Assistant Adjutant Webster.
B. Obtain a check in the amount of $14.00 payable to Grand of Pacific for the CCDB Bond and mail same to Grand QM Hilliard.
A. Prior to April 25 the Trustees will submit  a final report to the Grand  Commander advising (1) That the discrepancies listed herein have been corrected and recommend to the Grand Commander that the suspension be lifted or; (2) That the discrepancies listed herein have not been corrected and the prospects for obtaining the missing documents and funds and restoring the Pup Tent to good standing is improbable and therefore recommend to the Grand Commander that he officially request the Supreme Commander to cancel the Pup tent Charter. The Trustees will make interim reports to the Grand Commander as appropriate.

B. The Trustees hereby appointed shall remain in office until properly relieved by the Grand Commander.  Additional powers, duties and responsibilities and limitations shall be given to the Trustees in a separate directive to the Trustees.
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
